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FROM THE AGENCY DIRECTOR

Fiscal Year 2008 was a time of tremendous growth in our agency. While growth is normally seen as a sign of progress, it can
also be viewed as a sign of distress among the growing numbers of those needing our services.

While meeting those needs of the poor and vulnerable in our community, we are ever mindful of the tremendous support

shown to us by our generous donors. All of us are currently experiencing higher prices for everything — food, utilities, gasoline,

medications. Yet, we are ever reminded of our duty to help those less fortunate than ourselves.

In the past year this agency reached more people in need through the ministries of Martin’s Cloak Food Pantry, Matrix Life-
line, Emergency Assistance, and Bereavement Support Groups. These programs address the basic needs of life in food, shelter, caring for the unborn
and newborn, and embracing the grieving process for those who are hurting.

In order to serve those in need better, we have begun working on a Community Resource Center, in conjunction with United Way and other com-
munity partners. The first step will be to create a centralized food pantry for Tell City. All food pantries who are members of the Perry County Food
Coalition will benefit because of combined purchasing power and food storage. In turn, there will be more food to feed the hungry and a better selec-
tion to address that need. The second step will be to expand this resource center to include various charities” and social services’ offices. This common
meeting space will allow those with meager resources to have access to many services in one location. The third step would involve taking resources
“on the road” to meet the needs of the entire area.

We are also working with the Division of Child Services to activate a Child Abuse Prevention Council in our area. This will be an educational
council working through the schools, media, and churches to get the information out to all about the problem of child abuse and what we can do
about this issue if we work together.

Matrix Lifeline: 159 Families assisted

Matrix Lifeline advocates for the dignity of life in its most vulnerable state. It
provides support and resources for local teenage and indigent pregnant women
and mothers, alleviating many of the fears and uncertainties they may experience
in providing for their infant child.

Pregnant women and babies require much support. Matrix Lifeline helps them
by providing formula, diapers, clothing and furniture such as cribs and baby beds.
Through caring, compassionate, practical support and problem-solving interven-
tion, Matrix Lifeline offers mothers and their children the opportunity to find
hope and overcome obstacles toward participating fully in the overall life of the
community. This also bolsters the woman’s sense of self, allowing her to become
a better mother for her child.

Matrix Lifeline works closely with the Perry County Health Department and
Healthy Families, a program of Lincoln Hills Development Corporation. Also
in our future is a collaboration with other Catholic Charities agencies to bring
pregnancy and adoption counseling to our deanery.

We are hoping to rename our ministry to better reflect its mission of helping
pregnant women and those with small babies. This should be accomplished in
the very near future.

Martin’s Cloak Food Pantry:
3,717 Individuals Served in 1,176 Families
38,000 Pounds of Food Distributed

Martin’s Cloak Food Pantry is operated from St. Martin of Tours Catholic
Church in Siberia, Indiana. It operates two Saturdays a month and is staffed by
volunteers, mainly from its home parish. Leroy and Marlene Oser are the won-
derful leaders of this ministry. They make sure there is plenty of volunteer help,
go to Tri-State Food Bank in Evansville once or twice a month to purchase food,
attend Perry County Food Coalition meetings, and work every time the pantry
is open.

As prices continue to rise at the grocery store, at the gasoline pumps, for utili-
ties, for medications, among other necessities, food pantries will play an even more
important role in feeding the hungry of our area. The continued support of our
generous donors will help us address this growing problem.

During Fiscal Year 2008, food drives were conducted to benefit the Perry
County Food Coalition, of which this agency and agency director are members.
Area organizations that conducted food drives were vacation bible schools and
Tell City’s Evangelical United Church of Christ. Other food drives culminated
in the Castles of Cans contest, United Way Holiday Helpers Christmas program,
and the National Letter Carriers’ Food Drive.

This collaboration by five area food pantries, Catholic Charities, and the United
Way of Perry County is an excellent example of organizations working together
to stretch our resources in an effort to better serve the area’s hungry.

Financial Assistance:

Emergency or crisis assistance is
one of the biggest programs for Cath-
olic Charities. It is important that we
help provide the necessities of life in
a respectful and dignified manner.

Referral Services

Because of our knowledge of resources available, we are asked for addi-
tional resources to help meet clients’ physical, spiritual and emotional needs.
We receive many calls from clients just needing information, help navigating
government programs, encouragement, or a friendly and compassionate voice
with which to share their story. We make numerous referrals to food pantries,
transportation services, mental health counseling facilities, job possibilities,
and other social service organizations.

CREATING HopE.

Margie has always worked, usually in the food service industry. She has
always taken great pride in her work, but her employer abruptly decided
to close his restaurant. She has been divorced for years and her only child
was in prison.

She is without many resources: savings, education, and employment.
She is alone and she is scared.

Margie came to Catholic Charities when she needed help paying her
utilities. She had saved a little money when she was working, but an illness
had pretty much taken all of that money. Catholic Charities helped pay her
electric bill, but also took time talking, listening and connecting her with
additional resources. We made sure she was signed up for unemployment
and food stamps, but also steered her toward employment opportunities.
When her son was released from prison we found him work boots for his
new job.

Within a few months, Margie also found a job. She called saying she
was finally working and thanked Catholic Charities. She was so grateful
for the money, time and personal concern.

Patricia called our office nearly in tears. She lives alone in subsidized
senior housing and is very proud that she can always pay her own bills.
However, after cashing her Social Security check at the beginning of the
month (her only income), she lost her wallet. Her needs are few and simple,
but she has absolutely no money for the month — nothing for rent, noth-

ing for food.

She was nearly in a state of panic and kept apologizing for asking for
help. Catholic Charities Tell City, along with other agencies in our com-
munity, helped to pay her rent and made sure she had food from the food
pantry. While it was a trying month for Patricia, we let her know that she
was not alone.
