Rule Index no longer

VATICAN CITY — The
Doctrinal Congregation has
ruled,: with Pope Paul VI's
concurrence, that the Index
of Forbidden Books ‘“no
longer has the force of ec-
clesiastical law.”

But; it said, the Index “‘pre-
serves its moral force insofar
as it teaches the conscience of
the Christian faithful to avoid,

‘as the natural law itself de-

mands those writing which can
put faith and good morals in
danger.”

The Doctrinal Congregations
“notificatio” or notice was sign-
ed by its pro-prefect. Cardinal
Alfredo Oftaviani and its secre-
tary; Archbishop Pietro Par-
ente. It was issued in reply to
many -bishops who had asked
what status the Index held,

IN A DECREE jssued on his
own initiative—the motu pro-
prio Inteerac Servandae of De-
cember 7, 1965, Pope Paul re-
formed the former Holy Office
and gave it the new title of Doc-
trinal Congregation. The Pope
also said the Doctrinal Congre-
gation would examine and if
neeessary condemn hooks after
consultation with the author,
But he made no mention of the
Index itself, a list of hooks con-
demned for the most part with-
out giving the author a chance
fo defend his work or withdraw
it.

L’Osservatore Romano com-
mented: “In that way the Holy
See and the episcopate will effi-
caciously act in a harmony of
minds to stem dangers and to
promote healthy doctrine.”

““The notice admonishes that
the Holy See, according to the

fuses to do so.

VATICAN CITY —Pope
Paul VI has delayed indef-
initely the date on which
various legislation of the
Second - Vatican Council
goes into effect.

In a motu proprio dated June
10 and published the following
day he prolonged the “vacatio
legis” or the suspension of the
Iegislation’s effect beyond the
originally established date of
June 29,

The Pope said that decrees
putting into effect the remain-
ing conciliar documents will be
published soon, but gradually,
rather than on a single date.

HE RECALLED that with the
Apos(ohc Letter “Finis Con-
cilio” of January 2 he had set
up posteonciliat commissions {o
draft norms for practical appli-
cation of the conciliar docu-
ments on b)shnps, on the Relig-
ious, on missions, on Christian
education, and on the lay apos-
tolate. Thcsc norms have been
drafted and submitled to him.

He said that the central post-
conciliar commission told him
that in its opinion—shared by
the commissions drafting the
norms—it would be opportune to
publish the actuating decrees
gradually.

Center, left coalition
wins election in Rome

ROME—The Vatican -backed
coalition of center and left won
a clear majority in Rome’s
municipal elections, frustrating
a communist bid to take over
city hall.

The communists edged for-
ward, however, picking up (wo
seats on the 80-seat municipal
council to bring their total to 21.

The Christian Democrats —
backbone of the center-left coal-
ition—also picked up two seats.
Because of losses and gains by
other coalition parties, the coal-
ition as a whole gained only one
scat. But this was enough to
give it a slim but uncontrovert-
ible majority of 41 seats.

The real losers in the city
elections (June 12-13) were the
far-rightists who ran under a
ticket known as the Italian So-
cial Movement and who lost six
of their 13 seats, and Ialian
Vice Premier Pielro Nenni's
Socialists, who lost three of
their nine seats.

POLITICAL observers attri-
buted the -far-right’s losses to
the Vatican’s repeated appeals
for_“Catholic unity,” which in
Halian political ferms meant
appeals to Catholics to concen-
trate their votes on the Chris-
tian Democrats lest the com-
munists gain the upper hand.

Nenni’s Socialists were be-

lieved to have yielded their lost

votes {o the Proletarian Social-
ists who split away from them
two years ago in protest against
Nenni's alienation from his one-
time communist friends and his
participation in Italy’s center-
left coalition.

Htalian President  Giuseppe
Saragal’s Democralic Socialists,
who broke away from Nenni’s
Socialists almost 20 years ago in
protest against their {lirtation
with the Communist party, pick-
ed up three seals {o bring the

The fourth member of the

coalition, the Republican party,
kept its single seat on the cily
council, but obtained an increas-
cd percentage of votes.

The communists picked up 2.5
points, bringing their share of
the votes to 25.3%.

James Meredith tells his story

“Three Years in Mississippi,”
by James Meredith, Indiana
University Press, Blooming-
fon, Ind. 323 pp. $5.95.

Perhaps you may wonder
what is so “important about
three years in Mississippi. Hav-
ing spent nine years in the U.S.
Air Force Meredith returns to
his home state to fight a war
for total victory over ‘‘white
supremacy.”

James Meredith gives his per-
sonal assessment of his experi-
ences encoiintered as being the
first Negro to enter the Univer-
sity of Mississippi. Not only
does he share with his-readers
the explicit; very detailed, yet
by no means exhausting ac-
counts of the fight he had in
enrolling in_the institution, but
of his personal war with the
racial struggle in tha South and
his proposals for the: future
course of the civil rights move-
ment.

In order for Meredith to pre-
pare himself with first-hand in-
formation about the conditions
of his people, he visits every
segment of Negro society in
Mississippi. ~ He vividly = de-
scribes what he found—"'Sati-
day” mghls at a place called
Mr. P.’s, in pool halls, or at
segregaled dancing pavilions
available “‘across the river" fo
the college students.

Seemingly, the only place the
Negro can feel a sense of se-
curity and freedom is church
where numerous activities are
usually held. Though Meredith
had many bitler experiences, he
seems to have retained. his
courageous and original person-
ality in order to gain what he
felt was most important—free-
dom. In order for his freedom
to become a reality everywhere.
Meredith proposes certain defi-
nite steps which he considers
necessary for progress not only

in Mississippi, or America, but
throughout the world.

What is Existentialism?

ology is a logical outcome of
their thought.

The “new morality’” resulls
from practical application of
existentialist attitudes. It is
concerned with the person, in
his relationships to other per-
sons, in a given situation. So
it is often called personalist
morality, or ethics of the situ-
ation. It considers moral rules
guidelines, not necessarily
valid for a given situation.

It is casy to see why existen-
tialism is both praised and
damned. It is a source of much
good, and can lead to great
harm.

Isn't it time we scuttled the
anachronistic custom of the
three-month summer vacation?

The long shut-down began as
an economic necessity in an
agricultural society. As a for-
mer teacher, it has been my ob-
servation that youngslers get
thoroughly bored by the first of
August and are chafing at the
bit to get back to school.

Ideally, it scems to me, the
vacation period ought to be split
up throughout the year, e.g., six
weeks at the most beginning in

late June or the first of July
and extending {o mid-August;
thex, the Christmas holiday per-
iod could be lengthened, as could
the Easler or spring vacation,
and there ~suld be ‘a shorter
break in mid-autumn, along
with" additional long week-ends
during the year, all adding up to
the present number- of days
spent in and out of school.

There is at least one flaw in
this idea, however, and that is
the lack of air-conditioning.  All
schools, public and - privaie,
need air-conditioning, and" the
sooner the better, even though
we continue with our present
three-month  vacation system.
‘There are days in carly June as
well as in September when
classrooms get too hot for either
comfort or concentration, and,
of course, this is even more the
case in July and August.

There is still another problem,
{hat being teachers who depend
upon long summer vacations to
earn adequate annual salaries
or to take advanced courses.

Urge nurses’ training

in behavioral sciences

ST. LOUIS—Iospital nursing
schools should put more em-
phasis on the behavioral sci-
ences to produce nurses more
aware of their patients’ psycho-
logical needs.

This was the conclusion of a
our-year pilot study completed
Vincent's Hospital of St.
Louis, which included study con-
ducted at St. Vincent’s School of
Nursmg, Indianapolis.

The study, supported by a Na-
tional Institutes of Mental
Health grant, aimed at integrat-
ing four basic psychological con-
cepts into the curricula of hos-
pital (diploma) nursing schools:

Training in behavioral sci-
ences is necessary, she said, be-
cause of the increasing prob-
lems, which can go unnoticed if
nurses are not {rained to spot
them.

SHE ADDED THAT increased
hospitalization of elderly per-
sons presents another special
problem for nursing instructors
in their efforts to prepare
nurses to meet the emotional
needs of the aged.

Sister John Mary, coordinator
of the study during the final
two vears, said major changes
are going on in the nursing pro-
fession, especially in the use of
computers, and “every effort
should be made to personalize
nursing care and to develop an
awareness of the - patient’s
psychological needs, which can-
not be computerized.”

FATHER PAUL EVARD

Priest-missionary

retuming

By PAUL G. FOX

The first Archdiocesan priest
to join the ranks of the Mission-
ary Society- of St. James the
Apostle—Father Paul Evard—
returned this week to the mis-
sion field in Peru after a few
weeks of hospitalization and
rest in Indianapolis.

Father Evard, who first ar-
rived in Peru last June, works
with two other priests in a north-
ern coastal area of the country
near the Ecuador border. Their
“parish” measures about 15
miles by 10 miles, or about half
the size of Marion County. More
than 16,000 persons reside in the
area, which includes a large
town of about 9,000 and three
other towns of 500 persons. In
additi -, there are various haci-
endas with -numerous workers
who need spiritual attention.

HEADQUARTERS for the
priests is the city of Pueblo
Nuevo, where they maintain
their residence provided by the
Society, Founded in 1959 by
Cardinal Richard Cushing of
Boston, the Society now has 100
priests in Peru, Ecuador and
Bolivia. The Society provides a
monthly salary of $100 for each
priest, plus another $120 month-
ly for parish expenses.

According to Father Evard,
the outside support of the clergy
is absolutely necessary for their
‘maintenance: He cited the pres-
ent dire condition of the native
clergy as a result of their com-
plete reliance upon the stipend
system, which has grown to con-
siderable abuse in much of Latin
America.

1t would take $9 million a
year for the priests of Peru to
live decently, to raise their
standards to allow them to carry
on their priestly work without
the constant concern of suffi-
cient food and shelter, he said.

Father Evard indicated that
the people in his mission terri-
tory, who speak Spanish and are

to Peru

of Indian ancestry,
had a resident pastor prior to
the arrival of the St. James So-
ciety priests four and one-half
years ago.

He stated that the greatest
single need is to create a Chris-
tian concept of family life and
to dispell the many pagan no-
tions still prevalent—polygamy,
ancestor worship and idolatry.
Entire families in the area live
in shacks and sleep in the same
room, often in the same hed.

THE MISSIONARY socicty
accepts diocesan priests for
temporary service of five years.,
About half of the total member-
shlp comes from Cardinal Cush-
ing's archdiocese and several

are from Ireland. Father
Evard’s pastor is an Irish
priest.

The Indianapolis missioner

felt pleased with the number of
native Peruvians now attending
Mass on Sundays, the only time
they can be gathered together
for instructions.

“Progress is slow and some-
times discouraging,” he said.
“But progress is being made.”

Teaching Brother wins

discrimination battle

KANSAS CITY, Mo. — Mis-
souri’s State Board of Ed
tion issued a teacher’s cert
ate here to Brother Thomas Me-
Carver, F.S.C., ending a contro-
versy of more than a year.

Originally the board of educa-
tion had denied the Christian
Brother the cerlificate because
he is a mémber of a religious
order.

The board has' dented corti-
figales to Religious since 1853
on ihe ground such action might
violate the constitutional prin-
ciple of separation of Church
and State. But Missouri Atty.
Gen. Norman Anderson in a re-
cent ruling held the board has
no legal authority to take such a
position.

“THE LAW is clear,” Ander-
son said, “that once the statu-
tory conditions have been com-
plied with, the board has no d
cretion o refuse the  certifi-
cate.””

The board’s decision means
“that  Brother McCarver will
get the certificate, and so will

all other Sisters and Brothers *

who meet state qualifications,”
said Hubert Wheeler, state com-
missioner of education.
