Hunger at home ... 

The United :\lethodlst Church at a Dallas conference 
last week rejected objections to partlcular wan as a 
fundamental religious liberty. It u_pheid the traditional 
:\lethodlst stand on the right to conscientious objection 
to all war but denied proposals to endorse selective con­
scientious objection. Similar proposals were defeated 
last year by the United Presbyterian Church's General 
Assembly and the House of Deputies or the Episcopal 
Church. 

We would hope that the Church, which has tradl• 
Uonally subscribed to the principle or a just war. could 
just as readily subscribe to the belief that, since all 
parties In all wars do not have defensible positions. men 
of conscience are responsible for making ethical distinc-
tions about specific acts of war. ' ~ -

The disagreement, of course, has nasty overtones. 
Soldiers themselves. their famllles and loved ones, even 
the overwhelming majority do not feel kindly toward 
those who refuse to fight. It Is at times hard to dlstin• 
gulsh the CO, selectl\Oe or doctrinaire, from those who 
simply do not want to undertake painful dulles. The 
label of coward ls Indiscriminately hurled at both. Those 
who would protest such simplistic judgment, are called 
defenders of cowards. , 

The Citizens' Board or Inquiry Into Hunger and Mal­
nutrition in the United States put it In cold. blunt terms : 
" :-lo other Western country permits such a large pro­
portion or Its people to endure the li\'es we· press on 
our poor.

The board gave no ethnic breakdown of hunger \•lc­
tims but It did report : ·•Curiously, tho desolate poor are 
heavily welghte<t,on the side of old Inhabitants- Indians, 
Negroes. Appalachians whites, Spanish-speaking resi­
dents or the Southwest." Cited were 256 hard-hit coun­
ties in 20 states as well as several Indian reservatians. 

The board urged President Johnson to declare that 
a national eml!rstency exists. It recommended estab­
lishing a free food stamp program, stating that only 5.4 
million of the estimated 30 million persons on the pov­
erty level receive surplus commodities or food stamps. 

The food ~mp program ns It now exists doos not 
begin to reacll· those who need It most. The surplus 
commodities, school lunch and stamp programs are 
woefully deficient. And the lion's share o( all thes~ 
various and sundry attempts goes the way of most gov­
ernment programs, Into the pockets of those hired to run 
them. Meanwhile, a benevolent bureaucracy and a 
benevolent people delude themselves about their bendi• 
clence and about the fact that their half-hearted efforts 
are doing little to help the unfortunate. 

Aside from the obvious conclusion of the report­
the poor must be fed- It underscores a desperate need 
to revamp the current philosophy and operat.lon of aid 
programs. Present programs of assistance are a gar­
bled mau of restriction, Investigation, Interviewing, and 
watch-dogging. 

An outlandish proportion of assistance funds goes 
to support the system Itself. Would It be too far out to 
suggest that It· Is probably somewhere between one-
third and on~•half? • 

How much more sensible and effective, then, would 
be adequate aid administered directly and unlarded with 
costly red tape. So we arrive at some type of federal 
Income maintenance, of guaranteed Income or negative 
Income tax. 

Such recommendations bring bitter reaction •from 
conservatlves who label them nothing more than pure 
Socialism, forgetting that the late Senator Robert A. 
Taft endorsed the concept of a floor under famlly Income 
more than 20 years ago. And forgetting that a succes­
sion of White House commissions as well as privately. 
sponsored, business-oriented ' groups, concerned with 
everything from automation to riots, have concluded In 
recent years that a guaranteed income Is not such a 
radical notion at all. What's even more Intriguing Is 
that many of these recognized members of the Estab­
lishment are beginning to wonder if ·a guaranteed In­
come really would be all that more expensive than the 
demeaplng, Inadequate process that now passes for pub­
lic weflarc and social responsibility.

The underdeveloped nations that went to New Delhi 

and the United Nations Conference for Trade and De­
velopment came away, after four weeks of Idle debate, 
with their hands empty of everything but a rew vague 
promises. -

They had sought more aid, easier credit terms, price 
stabilization, lower shipping costs and a break in 
tariffs. They were bitterly disappointed. 

One of the reasons for the failure of the ·conference 
wa1 the self-preoccupation of its natural leader, the 
United States. Things were so bad at home, In Viet­
nam and In the gold markets of Europe, the U.S. was 
deaf to the troubles of the little guys. Other wealthy 
nations of the West, vitally concerned with u:s. fortunes, 
were equally Indifferent. There were Just too many 
other crises around to give due consideration to the 
one that Is brewing In the poverty-stricken areas of the 
world. 

The share or the underdeveloped not.Ions In world 
trade has steadily declined In the past decade. Aid has 
fallen short of promised levels, debts are mounting dan­
gerously. Per capita growth rates are dropping and 
food shortages threaten In Asia. A situation that 
"couldn't be worse" somehow manages to get worse 
year after year. Cumbersome, unwieldy UN confabs 
have failed miserably to mobilize the will and the power 
of those who are In a position to help. 

In this connectioh It is ~ood that Gunnar Myrdal's 
long-awaited "Asian Drama ' has been published. The 
ma11ive project (three volumes, 2,284 pages) Is sub­
titled "An Inquiry Into the Poverty of Natfons" and is 
being 1tamped a classic, monumental in scope and con­
ducted In a depth and intensity never before attempted 
Individually or In group. The famed Swedish Sociallst-
1ociologist-scholar has been at work on the book for 
almost 12 years. Its-central theme Is poverty, Its causes 
and consequences, Its ·probable solution's. Advance re­
ports say the book calls for a revision of programs, atti­
tudes and poltlcal philosophies on the part ol the have's 
and the have-not's; that It will please neither the re­
formers nor the stand-patters, the Socialists nor the 
laluez-falres. • 

But the pertinent point Is the work will be widely 
read, digested, debated and argued as any book of such 
profundity and length can possibly be. It Is already In 
paperback form and Is In the process of being parceled 
Into a number of ,mailer boou, 

As the ripples form, large segments of the sclentlllc, 
political .and intellectual communltles-as well as the 
public at large-wUJ become "poverty-minded." That, 
ln {llelf, will be a giant 1tep toward understanding and 
meeting tbe crilil ol global hunger.

Prep, 
aratlon for baptism, which WIS 
Iona and thorough, called ror a 
complete conversion and chanae 
or ure. The !Int Christians had 
to cut themselves orr Crom their 
old lire to enter a new society. 

To become • Christian then 
WIS akin to entering I r eligious 
order today. One aullty or • 
grave sin, such as adultery, 
murder or denial or the Calth, 
cut hlmselC oll Crom the Church 
and WIS considered unworthy to 
be part or the com muolty or 
saints . It wu lo such a setting 
that the ucra ment or penance 
developed. 

The only 11•ay back Into the 
Church WIS by epterlna the 
ranks of the penitents. The sin• 
ner conleued his sin to a blsh, 
op (most likely In private, but 
about this historians dl!ler l, 
Whereupon he was dtclared ex• 
communkated 11 • public ser• 
vice and enrolled amon& the 
penitents. who could attend 
Mus only In the rear of the 
Church (would today's back pew 
campers please take note), 

could not orler girts at the oller• 
tory and could not receive Com• 
munlon. 

The penances Imposed upon 
him were long and severe. He 
had to observe a strict fut, 
a llowing only one meal • day: 
he had to wur rough penltentlal 
clothing, say long prayers on his 
knees dally: and he 11•11 for• 
bidden to bathe, shave •or have 
marital Intercourse. This ml&ht 
10 on ror yurs. 

When the time of penance wu 
completed, the p,nltent was 
reconciled to the Church by 1 
publlc absolution, In wblth the 
bishop Imposed hands upon his 
hud. much 11 1 1 an ordination 
now. The bishop solemnly 
warned the penitent aaalnst re• 
lapse. And well he ml&ht. 

In some Instances even a lter 
rcconclllatloo ,ome penlteotlal 
obligations remained, e.g .: for 
Iha married no use of ma tri• 
monlal r lahts. One who became 
1 penitent, !or all practlcal pur• 
poses, had to live hencelorth 11 
a monk. II the pardoned sinner 
failed In t)'IJ or relapsed Into 
another grave aln be w11 coo, 
sldered a " recldlvlat." The 
Church denied him any help 
whatsoever, for It wu generally 
held that the sacra ment or pen, 
ance could be received but once 
In a llletlme. St. Augustine and 
St. Ambrose In the firth century 
taught that Just II baptism 
could b,e received but once so 
a lso penance. 

You can auess what happened 
because ol this Interpretation. 
The vut majority of Christians 
u ved this one chance until thr 
rnd and rrcelved absolution Just 
before du th. 

Conresslon as we know It and 
the practice of anntlna absolu• 
tlon or sins multiple times to th~ 
ume person developed In the 
churches of Ire land, Wales and 
Britain.
