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The Archdiocese of Indianapolis 

The Diocese of Vincennes (now Indianapolis) was established by 
decree of Gregory XVI, May 6, 1834, and the See was fixed at Vincennes. 
The territory then comprised the entire State of Indiana and the eastern 
part of Illinois. The latter was separated from the Diocese of Vincennes 
by the erection of the Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 1843. 

By a decree of Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half of the 
State was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries being 
that part of the State north of the south lines of Fountain, Montgomery, 
Boone, Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph, and Warren Counties. 
The southern half of the State remained the Diocese of Vincennes. It 
embraced fifty counties in Indiana, covering 18,479 square miles, with a 
population, according to U.S. Census of 1950, of 1,505,527. It extended 
from the north line of Marion County and contiguous counties to the 
Ohio River, and from Illinois on the west to Ohio on the east. 

The second Bishop of Vincennes, by Apostolic Brief, was permitted 
to establish his residence either at Vincennes, Madison, Lafayette or 
Indianapolis; the See City, however, to remain at Vincennes. This per­
mission was renewed to the fourth Bishop, with the exception of La-
fayette. 

On the appointment of the fifth Bishop, he was directed to fix his 
residence at Indianapolis, but the Cathedral and title of the See were 
continued at Vincennes. By an Apostolic Brief dated March 23, 1898, the 
title of the Diocese was changed to that of "Diocese of Indianapolis," 
with the Episcopal See in the city of Indianapolis. By the same Brief 
the Patron Saint of the Diocese is to remain St. Francis Xavier, the title 
of the old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

On December 19, 1944, by the Executorial Decree of the Papal Dele­
gate, Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni Cicognani, Archbishop of Laodicea, 
Apostolic Delegate to the United States of North America, the Papal 
Decree of Pope Pius XII was solemnly proclaimed in SS. Peter and Paul 
Cathedral, Indianapolis, elevating Indianapolis to the status of an Arch­
diocese, the State of Indiana being the Metropolitan Area. The Dioceses 
of Evansville and Lafayette in Indiana were created by the same decree 
and made Suffragan Sees of Indianapolis. 

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, creating the 
Archdiocese of Indianapolis, was issued October 21, 1944. The Apostolic 
Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, elevating the Most Reverend 
Joseph E . Ritter as first Archbishop of the Province of Indianapolis, was 
issued November 11, 1944. Both documents were transmitted to His 
Excell.ency, Archbishop Ritter, through the courtesy of the Most Reverend 
Michael J . Ready, D.D., Bishop of Columbus, Ohio, after the Solemn 
Consistory held in March, 1946.

Nominated Bishop of Vincennes, Octo­
ber 3, 1848; consecrated in the Cathedral of Vincennes, January 14, 1849, 
by Most Reverend Richard Pius Miles, O.P., D.D., Bishop of Nashville, 
assisted by Most Reverend Martin John Spalding, D.D., Coadjutor Bishop 
of Louisville, and Very Reverend Hippolytus Dupontavice, Vicar General. 
Died at St. Mary-of-the-Woods, June 28, 1877. His remains were interred 
in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

V. Most Reverend Silas Marean Chatard, D.D., born in Baltimore, 
Md., December 13, 1834. Alumnus of the Urban College, Rome, where 
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BISHOPS AND ARCHBISHOPS OF THE ARCHDIOCESE 

he was ordained priest, June 14, 1862, by Cardinal Patrizzi. Was Vice­
Rector of the American College, Rome, 1862-1868; Rector, 1868-1878. 
Named Bishop of Vincennes, March 26, 1878, at which time he took the 
name Francis Silas. Consecrated in Rome, May 12, 1878, by Cardinal 
Franchi, assisted by Msgr. Santori, Bishop of Fano, Italy, and Bishop 
Agnette, President of the Academia Ecclesiastica at Rome. Enthroned 
in the Cathedral, Vincennes, August 11, 1878. Arrived in Indianapolis, 
August 17, 1878.

Bishop of Flavias, and Coadjutor to the Bishop of Indianapolis, July 27, 
1910. Consecrated in the Cathedral at Indianapolis, September 15, 1910, 
by Most Reverend Diomede Falconio, D.D., Apostolic Delegate, assisted 
by Most Reverend D. O'Donaghue, D.D., Bishop of Louisville, and Most 
Reverend Herman Alerding, D.D., Bishop of Fort Wayne. Bishop of 
Indianapolis, September 7, 1918.

Consecrated Bishop 
in the new Cathedral of St. Louis on September 21, 1937, by the Most 
Reverend John J. Glennon, D.D., assisted by Most Reverend Christopher 
Byrne, Bishop of Galveston, Texas, and Most Reverend Christian Winkel­
man, D.D., Auxiliary Bishop of St. Louis.

Honored with the title of Prothonotary Apostolic, August 5, 1929. Ap­
pointed Titular Bishop of Modra, August 15, 1933. Consecrated October 
25 1933 in the shrine of the Immaculate Conception, Washington, D.C., 
b; the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, D.D., Bishop of Indianapolis, 
assisted by the Most Reverend Thomas Molloy, Bishop of Brooklyn, N.Y., 
and the Most Reverend Joseph Elmer Ritter, D.D., Titular Bishop of 
Bippus and Auxiliary Bishop to the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, 
D.D., Bishop of Indianapolis.

8. The Most Reverend Joseph Ritter, D.D., was transferred from the 
See of Indianapolis to the See of St. Louis by Apostolic Letters dated 
July 20, 1946. He succeeded His Eminence, John Cardinal Glennon, who 
died in Ireland, enroute home from the ceremony of his investiture as 
Cardinal in the city of Rome. Archbishop Ritter was formally installed in 
the Cathedral of St. Louis, October 8, 1946, by the Most Reverend Amleto 
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Giovanni Cicognani, D.D., Apostolic Delegate. On January 16, 1961-he 
was elevated to the Cardinalate by Pope John XXIII.

Three parish priests, noting that the number of problems of per­
plexed conscience seem to increase as time goes by, discuss the way 
they handle such problems when faced with them. In summary their 
views are these: 
Father A states that when people come to him with perplexing prob­
lems, he simply tells them to follow their conscience, since, as he 
adds, conscience is the ultimate norm of morality. 
Father B, on the other hand, states that the Church is the guardian 
and Divinely authorized teacher of the moral law. He therefore in­
sists that when people come to him for moral advice, he must guide 
them in accordance with the teaching and practical guidance of the 
Church insofar as he is capable of doing so. If they insist that their 
conscience directs them otherwise1 he then in a kindly manner tries 
to dispose them to change their thmking. Failing this, he reluctantly 
finds it necessary to inform them that they cannot receive the Sac­
raments. 
Father C takes still a third view: he agrees with Father B in holding 
that the Church is a Moral teacher, and that it is the obligation of 
the priest to interpret to the best of his ability the moral guidance of 
the Church to those who come to him for advice. On the other 
hand, if those who come to him for advice insist, apparently with 
sincerity, that their consciences dictate otherwise, he then tells them 
that whether or not they can receive the Sacraments must be a 
matter for them to decide.

II. Moral Case -
John and Mary, both baptized persons, contract marriage with each 
other with no impediments to the validity of their marriage, and 
with no positive substantial bad intentions. However, their life with 
each other is from the beginning and throughout their entire period 
of common life extremely miserable, not by reason of any clear 
moral failure on the part of either, but because one of them is of 
such personality as to render common life almost impossible. The 
marriage is consummated physically and a child is born of the 
union, but after several years of fruitless endeavor to make a mean­
ingful common life with each other, the parties go their separate • 
ways and obtain a civil divorce. 

Their problem seems to be one something like these: sociopathic 
behavior consistently practiced by the man; neurotic withdrawal 
and incapacity for any kind of personal commitment on the part of 
the woman; complete sexual incompatibility, or the like. 

After the civil divorce, one of the parties seeks to marry in the 
Church, affirming that surely Almighty God could not regard the 
union that she or he has had as a true and meaningful marriage. 

Questions: 

1. ls there anything at all to be said for this apparently rather 
naive view expressed by the party seeking freedom. 

2. Granting that in the ordinary sense there was no impediment 
and no substantial defect of intention, is it possible to regard a 
marriage of this sort as null and void by reason of moral im­
potence, meaning not the incapacity for marital consent or for 
the physical marital relationship, but rather incapacity from the 
beginning and perpetual in itself to fulfill the obligations inherent 
in the marital state? 

3. Would this view tend to extend too broadly the scope of in­
validity, and as it became institutionalized, become an unjust 
barrier to the rights of persons to enter marriage in the first 
place? 

4. ls there any analogy between the situation mentioned above and 
the situation of a physically unconsummated marriage? 

5. In that event, is there any reason to think that such a marriage 
would be subject to the power of dissolution inherent in the 
Apostolic Mission of the Church? 

6. Could such a power be exercised in a situation of this sort with­
out b~coming a refuge for the termination of any and every 
undesirable marriage? What safeguards could be maintained 
against such an event.
