NOTE:

The Most Reverend Henry Moeller, former Archbishop of Cincinnati, although not a priest of
the Diocese of Vincennes, acted as Secretary to Bishop Chatard at St. John’s Church,
Indianapolis, during the year 1880, until recalled to Cincinnati to become Chancellor of the
Archdiocese.
